Academic Goals

The Graduate School of Engineering fosters engineers and researchers who can contribute to the creation of
next-generation industries and the creation of new value by combining expertise, scholarship, and cultivation in
interdisciplinary engineering fields that straddle mechanical and electrical fields, with an interest in global society
and the acquisition and further deepening of advanced knowledge in specialized fields essential for next-generation

electromechanical systems.

In this Graduate School, students are expected to further enhance their technical foundations and research
execution abilities developed in their master's program, improve their comprehensive understanding of science and

3. Be capable of approaching mechanical and electrical engineering or the field of mechanical and electrical systems
engineering from a scientific and academic point of view, while being possessing the motivation to deepen their

expertise and challenge complex, multifaceted problems.
